
BSA Membership Renewal Overview 

 

This is a very high-level overview of the renewal process.  BSA has created a more detailed 
version here: https://filestore.scouting.org/filestore/resources/2024-Renewal/Individual-
Registration-Renewal-Oct-2024.pdf. 

You should get an email from BSA that your membership is up for renewal.  NOTE: You will 
receive these emails for your Scout(s) as well, but the Troop will take care of those 
renewals.  You ONLY need to do renewals for the BSA registered adults in your family. 

 

You can use the “Click Here to Renew” button inside the email to go to my.scouting.org. 

 

Assuming you have an account, you can login as normal.  If you don’t have an account 
already, then an account will need to be established.  



 

Once you log into the site, click on the bell in the upper right-hand corner.  Click the drop 
down option that appears. 

 

You should see a list of accounts (i.e. – your account + any related Scout accounts).  Even if 
the Scout account mentions “Registration is soon to expire” (or something similar), do NOT 
do anything with ANY Scout accounts.  The Troop will take care of any Scout renewals 
through the annual recharter process at the end of the year.  If your Scout crossed over 
from a Cub Pack after the annual recharter, their BSA registration should already be 
covered and can/will be transferred to the Troop. 

Look for your specific renewal and click the “Start Renewal” button. 



 

On the next page/screen, you should see any positions currently tied to your account.  
Click the “Go To Payment” button. 

 

On the screen that pops up, you will have to type your name in the text box to complete the 
electronic signature.  Click the “Go to Checkout Summary” button. 



 

The next page will list the cost breakdown for the renewal.  Unless you want the Scout Life 
Magazine, you can unclick that box to save $15. 

 

Scroll down and enter your credit card information.  Verify the address that is displayed is 
correct. 



 

Scroll down to the very bottom and click the “Place Order” button. 

 

The popup screen will show the final breakdown of cost, an order # and details about the 
Troop.  You can click the “Complete Registration” to finalize the process. 

 

 



You should be taken back to the Renewal page and now see one (or more) order numbers.  
The number of orders shown seems to relate to the number of positions tied to your BSA 
account. 

 

You should receive an email that reads similar to the one below.
